When asked, “What is the most important holiday?” most people usually answer, “Why Christmas, of course!”  And, although it is a very important day - it is, in fact, second in importance to Easter. When you think about it, it is easy to understand why for if Jesus had not been physically raised from the dead, he would be nothing more than a footnote in history and no one would be inspired to celebrate his birth. 
Every year on Palm Sunday, and again on Good Friday, we read the story of the Passion of Jesus. The story of his betrayal, crucifixion and death reminds us just how much God loves us. At the Easter Vigil, and again on Easter morning, we read the story of the glorious resurrection of Jesus from the dead. His physical bodily resurrection from the grave proves that the Good News that he proclaimed throughout his ministry is true.
